Study Preparation in Western and

Nepal Copyright Registrar's Office has concluded the
preparation for the study on "Situation of Musical Publications
in Western Development Region". Terms of Reference (TOR)
and other essential documents have been finalized. The office
is managing to publish a notice for study proposals in near
future.

Similarly, NCRO is regularly working to finalize the documents
related with the study on "Identification of Folklores in Eastern
Development Region". The office is very cautiously waiting
for these study programs.

Arrival of New Registrar

Mr. Janma Jaya Regmi, has been appointed the Registrar of
NCRO as per the decision of Government of Nepal dated
June 13, 2007. Before this, Mr. Regmi was working as Under-
Secretary in the Ministry of Culture, Tourism and Civil Aviation.
He has a long experience of working in different Ministries
such as Ministry of Industry, Agriculture, Home, Local
Development etc.

Discussion for SAM Conference

Nepal Copyright Registrar's Office is on regular contact with
the Forum for Information Technology of Nepal (FIT Nepal)
and other organizations like High Level Commission for
Information Technology (HLCIT), National Information
Technology Centre (NITC), Copyright Protection Society Nepal
(CPSN), Computer Association of Nepal (CAN) etc. to hold
discussion about the "Software Asset Management
Conference" that is going to be held in Nepal in near future.
NCRO is organizing the program in co-operation with the FIT
Nepal. The program has aimed to raise the awareness to
prevent the piracy of computer software. Microsoft Corporation
has proposed for logistic support through FIT Nepal.

Establishment of the Study Committee

Nepal Copyright Registrar's Office has started study on
"Positive and Negative Impacts in the sector of Copyright after
the accession to the Berne Convention". A study committee
led by Mr. Jala Krishna Shrestha, Joint-Secretary, Ministry of
Culture, Tourism and Civil Aviation was formed as per the
decision of Government of Nepal. The seven members
committee is comprised of the representatives from Ministry
of Law, Justice and Parliamentary Affairs, Ministry of Industry,
Commerce and Supply, NCRO and specialist concerning to
the copyright. The committee is supposed to find out the
impacts on Nepalese copyright sector and identify the legal
provisions that are not likely to Berne Convention. The report
will be submitted within three months.

Study Report Achieved

A seven members study committee led by Mr. Sharada Prasad
Trital, Joint-Secretary, MoCTCA, has submitted its report to
the Government of Nepal. The committee has studied the
progresses made by Nepal in the field of Copyright and Related
Rights after her accession to WTO and TRIPS Agreement.
The committee has provided the suggestions regarding the
future actions to be launched in this field so as to make our
legal and administrative procedures more compliance to the
TRIPS Agreement.

Similarly, a next nine members committee led by Mr. Ram
Prasad Bhattarai, former Registrar, NCRO, has also submitted
its report. The committee had established to study on Nepal's
accession to the International Convention for the Protection

What is Copyright Infringement?

The rights of an owner of copyright
are infringed when the acts requiring
authorization of the owner is done by
someone else without his prior
consent. The unauthorized copying
of copyrighted materials for
commercial purposes and the
unauthorized commercial dealing in
copied materials is known as piracy
as well as copyright infringement.

What types of acts are considered
as infringement of copyright?

If someone does the following acts
without the prior authorization of
author, then; such acts are considered
as infringement:

The work is copied.

Copies of the work are issued to the
public.

The work is lent or rented to the
public.

The work is performed, shown or
played to the public.

The work is broadcasted or included

in a cable program service and

An adaptation is made of the work
or any of the above is done in relation
to an adaptation.

What are the types of Infringement
of Copyright under Nepalese
Copyright Act, 2002?

According to the Nepalese Copyright
Act, 2002, the following acts are
considered to have infringement:

The activities such as production,
reproduction, communication to
public, duplicate, sell etc. of the
copyrighted materials which are done
without authorization of the owner
of the copyright.

The act of changing the language or
structure of any other creation or
import of such products to get the
economic benefit.

The activities that support the
unauthorized reproduction of the
copyrighted materials.

The act of importation of
unauthorized copies of works or
sound recording within the territory
of Nepal.

What does copyright protect 2

Copyright protects a wide range of
works, which may include:

e Written works — books, speeches,
magazine and newspaper articles,
novels, stories, poems, essays, plays,
text books, web pages, advertisements,
and dance notations.

e Musical works - musical
compositions, lyrics, songs and ring
tones, and all types of formats (sheet
music, CDs, MP3 files etc).

e Artistic works — drawings,
paintings, photographs, comics,
sculptures, architectural works and
maps.

e Dramatic and choreographic works
— plays, operas and dance.

e Films and multimedia products —
movies, video games, TV programs,
and cartoons.

e Computer programs — human
(source code) and machine (object
code) computer programming
language.

Interregional Intermediate
Seminar on Copyright and
Related Rights

The World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPO) organized an
'Interregional Intermediate Seminar on
Copyright and Related Rights' at WIPO
Headquarters, in Geneva, Switzerland,
from October 10 to 12, 2007, followed by
a practical training course on copyright
and related rights from October 15 to 26,
2007in different countries. The objective
of the program was to provide training
and information on various aspects of
copyright and related rights, and to
promote debate on typical issues among
the participants through case studies.
The Seminar was also intended to raise
awareness of the role of intellectual
property as a tool for development and
to enhance and develop skills in the
management of collective rights,
especially in a fast changing environment.

Participants from more than four dozen developing countries were invited in the
program.

As the Seminar concluded, participants who were already divided into four groups
departed towards different four countries for a practical training course. Eleven
participants from different ten countries including Nepal, Albania, Republic of Armenia,
Bangladesh, Brazil, Lesotho, Lithuania, Myanmar, Vietnam and Zambia participated
a training course in London, United Kingdom organized by the British Copyright
Council (BCC) for the World Intellectual Property Organization in association with the
UK Intellectual Property Office. Mr. Narayan Prasad Aryal, Section Officer of Nepal
Copyright Registrar's Office also participated in the program. Various papers were
presented on related subjects and discussions were held to exchange mutual
experiences and meet the objective of the training. The lecture by Maureen Duffy,
President, British Copyright Council and famous english writer and by Michael Fysh,
Judge, QC and Chairman of the Copyright Tribunal were very influencing. Professor
Adrian Sterling, Vice-President, British Copyright Council distributed the certificates
to the participants at the end of the training.

Copyright Protection for
Multimedia Product

A "multimedia" product typically consists
of several types of works, often combined

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together in a single fixed medium, such
as computer disk or CD ROM. Examples
of Multimedia products are video games,
information Kiosks and interactive web
pages. The elements that can be
combined into a multimedia product
include music, text, photographs, clip art,
graphics, software and full motion video.
Each of these elements may be entitled
to copyright protection in its own right. In
addition, the compilation or consolidation
may receive copyright protection if this
process result in a product which is
considered to be original.
